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All submissions should be emailed to journal@fealliance.co.uk . Authors should first become a member of the FEAlliance and can do so online at: www.fealliance.co.uk/membership_1.asp  

 Authors should email two versions of their work. One should be a complete text, while in the second all information identifying the author or institution should be removed from files to allow them to be sent anonymously to reviewers. Files should be defined as:

· Anonymous version as "File for review".
· Non-anonymous version as "File not for review".

Articles should: 

· Take into account the audience and readership of the journal, which includes all FE workers. 

· Follow the conventions of accepted English usage, unless there is a good reason for not doing so, e.g. reported every day speech 

· Include a title which reflects its contents succinctly. 

· Be not more than 5000 words in length 

· Include an abstract of 250 words maximum 

· Be arranged in sections with sub-headings where possible to guide readers to the main business of each section. 

· Be 1.5 line spaced. 

· Have a separate front page showing title, author names and contact details, which can be removed for anonymity. 
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Tables and captions to figures and illustrations: Tables must be uploaded as separate files and not included as part of the text. The approximate position of tables and figures should be indicated in the manuscript. 
References: References should be indicated in the typescript following the Harvard system (by giving the author’s name, with the year of publication in parentheses. If several papers by the same author and from the same year are cited, a, b, c, etc. should be put after the year of publication).
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
